Interface and design: 
· Looks great, I like your choice of colors, graphics, and typefaces for the two different sections (class pages and writing pages).

· The Stop button didn't work. Also, not sure what I'm stopping. "Exit" or "Leave" might be better? 

· Once inside the writing exercise, I was a little unsure of what I could click on and not lose my work. That said, once I started mashing buttons, everything worked fine and I was never pushed out accidentally or unexpectedly.

· The pop-up window from the welcome screen was a little too small to view everything. Not sure if my text setting is higher? I had to enlarge the window to see everything.

· I had all of my browser buttons throughout the activities. Is this okay? Weren’t you cutting those off?

· Published view – Now I see “Oops…”. When the student clicks on "Save my Editing" from the editing page, can this page open in the background and allow the "Publish Mini-Lesson" screen to open in a pop-up window on top? That way, the directions would be right there with the next screen (hope this makes some sense, it would continue the layering like you’ve had on all the other pages)

Publish (I guess this is the publish page, I don’t have the menu on the left or the frame up top)

· "Oops...I need to edit more!" - Are you recording additional edits? I would recommend either going back to the same page as before (basic Edit screen) or add ability to count each additional edit. It says “2nd Edit”, no matter how many times I go back (or maybe it shouldn't allow me to go back?)

· "Print my fairy tale" - Are the other items (buttons, story map) necessary for the printed version? If not, try to cut these off with CSS.
