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The following items are recommended for future improvements to the Plant Pathology module. These are based on discussions within the team, with our client, meetings with our SME, and data collected from both alpha and beta testing.

Unit 1: Basic Plant Pathology

· Modify action of sample images, including better usability to flip through images and enlarging images on selection.

· Lesson 1 – extend activity to allow multiple answer possibilities

· Lesson 2 – animate example of plant disease triangle in action; indicate breaking of triangle on prevention pages;

· Lesson 3 – intersperse an activity throughout the lesson to break up monotonous page turning; add more variety to types of questions in final quiz; provide feedback that indicates which pathogen groups the learner should review.

· Add concluding activity to integrate all key information and provide a final test before learner proceeds to Unit 2.

Unit 2: Plant Science Investigation

· Add images and illustrations throughout unit.

· Lesson 1: Communicating with Clients – develop case study activity to practice collecting information from clients.

· Lesson 3: Sample Submission – develop a simulation of DDDI submission

· Add concluding case study to practice all methods outlined in Unit 2, potentially a simulation of a problem and scenario.
Evaluation

· Measure impact of module on agent job performance regarding client service and interaction with the Plant Pathology Clinic
· Review modules with less-knowledgeable agents to test areas that need further explanation.

· Re-test module with former and additional evaluators after major additions. 
Overall

· Retro-fit module to fit future, working online system, including bookmarking and tracking progress.
· Research further methods to ensure 508 compliance and accessibility to all learners.
