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Installation
Before this module is available for learners to access, the following items must be completed:

· Upload folder “PlantPathology” to production web server. This will include all .swf, .pdf, .html, .doc, and image files that are necessary. The location will be determined by OIT staff.
· Include link to module on internal intranet pages.

When the Online Learning System is developed, this module will need to follow future installation requirements based on that technology.

User Documentation

In order to best utilize this program, the learner should review “How to use this module”. This information is included below and is also available on the module overview page.
How to access the lessons:
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First time visitors should choose the book "Basic Plant Pathology Concepts" in order to proceed through the unit's four lessons.

Returning users may choose either the activities folder or notebook to review various aspects of the unit.
The Activities folder contains all the activities that appear in the unit.
Notes includes a glossary for the entire unit, an overview for each lesson, and important tools that may be helpful on the job. 

Moving through the lessons:

Once you enter the lesson material, you may navigate through the lesson in a number of different ways.

Table of contents:
The first page of the Unit is the table of contents, from here, choose the lesson that you would like to go to.
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In order to return to the table of contents, choose the green bookmark from the upper left of any page.
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Flipping through pages:

Each page has back and next written on the bottom corners of the book. Use these to page through the lesson material. 

You can also see where you are at by viewing the page number and total pages in the upper right.

A site map is also provided in the Notes section of the unit. Use this to get an overview of all the content within the unit. 
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Different kinds of content: 

Lessons

This is a lesson page, this is the most common page that you will see as you learn the material.

Activity

This is an activity page. When you see a page like this, read the directions to interact with the lesson material.
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Each activity will provide feedback based on your answers. Some activities will also give you a score.

You will have two chances to answer each question. 

Conclusion
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This is a conclusion page. Each lesson has conclusion pages that wrap up the lesson, provide glossary terms, and links to supporting documents.

At the end of each conclusion you can decide what you would like to do next.

Glossary
