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Introduction

The product we will design and develop for our client, Dr. Duren Bell, will be one training module, which will include two units: Basic Plant Pathology Concepts and Plant Science Investigation. The units will cover topics such as basic principles and concepts of Plant Pathology including: common types of diseases, signs and symptoms, and disease triangle; methods and strategies for Integrated Pest Management and Plant science investigation.
Graphic and visual elements such as photos, illustrations and flash animations will be used throughout the module to facilitate the learning process.

Overall Treatment
The overall theme of the Online Module for Extension Foundations Training will be based on an office environment. The main interface will consist of an office desk graphic with: a laptop computer, which will be the help and guidance for the learner; a book, which will introduce the main content and provide activities; a folder, which will store file cases of plant problems for learners to solve, and a notepad, which will serve as a resource for learners.
Before users start working in the content, there will be an introduction section developed in Capitive, which will provide information and direction about how users should interact with unit module.

When users get in the first screen (home) of the unit, they can roll over the mouse to get more information about the object and elements that are provided in the office desk. Initially, learners should click on the book graphic which will provide them with Plant Pathology content and activities.

After learners have worked in the book section, they will work in the Plant Pathology folder. The folder will store different plant problems or situations in which learners will have to solve. To help learners going through the plant problems, there will be a “notepad” section with an overview of the content, and some tips and clues to help users solve the problems.

Treatment within units
Both units will have the same design interface; however they will be separated. Each one of them will have a distinct link on the learning system. They will have similar treatment; however the second unit will have more problem-solving activities since its goal involves more real-world situations.

Navigation
The navigation process from one unit to another will be based on the links provided in the learning system. 

The navigation process on the units will have four main buttons: home, in which learner can return to the main page; exercises, in which students can start working and practicing their knowledge in Plant Pathology; help, which will guide learner through the unit, and the resources, which will provide an overview of the content with tips and clues for users. 
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Also, arrows will be used to change not only the page of the book, but also to go through the content of the unit. As you can see following below is an example of how they will be used in this module.
